- By Bracket Pin: With reel in place, bend end of “L" shaped pin to prevent pin
from falling out.
-Read mounting instructions carefully before installing.
4. Use in covered areas out of rain and weather.
5. Tool Tap Models:
- Do not exceed maximum Tool Tap amperage rating of 7 amps.
- Pull cord all the way out of reel when using the tool tap.

OPERATION & MAINTENANCE

1. Plug the unit into a 120 volt AC outiet. The power supply cord is UL listed and meets OSHA standards.

2. Disconnect the power supply before servicing. L% e

3. Keep the unit free from grease and dirt by using a damp cloth with mild detergent or wateriess hand cleaners.
This removes dirt from scratches in outer tube and will provide the best light output at all times. If tube is
damaged or badly scratched, it is easily replaced and is available as a replacement part.

4, Do not use solvents such as gasoline to clean unit or cord as it makes the parts brittle. Do not allow brake fluid

to contact outer tube as it will cause permanent damage.
